to develop teamwork and unity; help churches discover 

 immediate needs within their community and determine  

how those needs can be met; engage in specific,  

cooperative mission efforts which exceed the capabilities  

of any one church alone; serve churches as an 

 information and resource center;  

promote the work of the kingdom throughout the world 

in cooperation with other Baptist agencies.

Constitution and Bylaws

Article I - Name 

This body, a South Carolina non-profit corporation, shall be known as the Greenville Baptist Association, Inc., and is hereinafter 

 referred to as “the Association.” 

Article II – Vision and Mission 

Section A – The vision of the Association is to establish, equip, empower, engage, and encourage member churches to reach people, 

grow disciples, and minister in the name of Jesus Christ. 

Section B – The mission of the Association is to assist churches in: 

1. Establishing new churches for reaching the lost in our area and helping re-establish existing churches that are seeking to minister in 

changing circumstances. 

2. Equipping believers to be effective in Kingdom work by offering training in multiple areas of church ministry. 

3. Empowering believers to serve the Lord through spiritual gifts discovery and development and the development and presentation 

of ministry opportunities. 

4. Engaging believers in active, life-changing ministries both locally and globally. 

5. Encouraging believers through prayer, relationships, and partnerships to fulfill God’s vision for their churches. 
 

Article III - Membership 

Section A – The Association is a self-determining fellowship of autonomous Baptist churches, which are voluntarily bound together 

for the advancement of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. 

Section B – Membership in the Association is held by churches. Member churches participate in the governance of the Association in 

two ways: 

1. By sending their pastors and duly elected lay representatives to Executive Committee meetings as voting members thereof. 

2. By duly electing and sending church members to regular and special Association business meetings as voting messengers. 

Section C – An individual must be a member of a member church in order to be eligible to serve the Association in the capacity of 

officer, committee member, team member, or trustee upon his/her nomination and election in an Association business session, unless 

otherwise specified in the Bylaws.  

Section D – Member churches shall be entitled to send voting messengers to regular and special Association business meetings as 

follows: 

1. Three messengers for the first one hundred church members or fraction thereof. 

2. One additional messenger for each additional one hundred church members or fraction thereof. 

3. No church shall be entitled to more than fifteen messengers notwithstanding the above. 

Section E – Membership in the Association shall be comprised of: 

1. The churches which are members of the Association on the date of the adoption of this Constitution. 

2. Those churches subsequently admitted according to controlling provisions of the Association’s governing documents and policies. 

Section F – Churches which are not members of the Association may apply for and be accepted into membership of the Association 

according to the following: 

1. The Church Relations Committee, a full description of which appears in the Association’s Bylaws, shall serve as the Association 

membership committee. 

2. Application for membership shall be made in writing and referred to the Church Relations Committee. 

3. The Church Relations Committee will evaluate the applying church’s eligibility for membership and make a recommendation to 

the Association according to any policies and procedures which the Association may, in its discretion, officially adopt in its 

Bylaws or otherwise, and also according to the following criteria: 

 a. The applying church must conduct its primary worship and educational functions within the confines of the geographic region 

generally accepted to be the area served by the Association. 

 b. The applying church must be Baptist in polity and practice. 

 c. The applying church must be found, upon examination by the Church Relations Committee, to be supportive of the 

Association’s vision and mission. 

 d. The applying church must be found, upon examination by the Church Relations Committee, to be in general agreement with the 

Baptist Faith and Message and the purposes and intentions for which it was adopted.  
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Section G – Any member church may withdraw from the Association at its pleasure. Official notice of withdrawal should be 

communicated in writing to the Church Relations Committee. 

 

Section H – Should a motion be made in a regular business session of the Association to dismiss a church from membership, it shall 

be referred to the Church Relations Committee. When the matter comes back before the Association for a vote after a one-year period 

expires, the Church Relations Committee shall make a report and recommendation to the Association regarding the motion. The 

Association may accept or reject the recommendation of the Church Relations Committee. 

 

Article IV – Meetings 

The Association shall hold at least one business session annually, the details of such meeting to be determined according to the 

procedures provided for in the Bylaws of the Association. 

 

Article V – Officers 

The officers of the Association shall be moderator, vice moderator, treasurer, and clerk; and they shall be elected and serve according 

to the provisions of the Bylaws. 

 

Article VI – Executive Committee 

The Executive Committee shall be elected and serve according to the provisions of the Bylaws. 

 

Article VII– Bylaws, Policies, and Procedures 

The Association shall have the authority to adopt bylaws, policies, and/or procedures governing all aspects of the work of the 

Association. Said bylaws, policies, and procedures shall not contradict any provision of this Constitution. 

 

Article VIII – Amendments to Constitution 

Amendments to this Constitution may be made by a vote of two-thirds of the messengers present at any regular Association business 

session provided notice thereof shall have been given to the Association in business session at least one year prior to the vote and 

provided the proposed amendment was published in the minutes of the preceding meeting. 

 

 

Bylaws 
 

Article I – The Association 

Section A: The principal office(s) of the Greenville Baptist Association shall be in Greenville County, South Carolina. 

Section B: The Association shall convene annually in October or at such time and place as may be recommended by the Annual 

Meeting and Worship Committee. Messengers present shall constitute a quorum. 

Section C: A messenger shall speak no more than twice on any subject and shall confine himself to the subject under discussion. 

Section D: The parliamentary authority of the Association shall be Roberts Rules of Order (latest revised edition). The moderator 

shall appoint a parliamentarian to serve during his term of office. 

Section E: Special meetings of the Association may be called by the director of missions and moderator or by majority vote of the 

Executive Committee with at least a two-week written notice to each church giving purpose of meeting. Messengers present shall 

constitute a quorum. 

 

Article II - Executive Committee 

Section A: The Association Executive Committee shall consist of the moderator, vice moderator, clerk, treasurer/director of missions, 

the pastor of each church (or his designee), one lay person from each church, and a representative of each mission in the Association. 

Each church shall duly elect a lay person from its membership to serve on the Executive Committee and report its election to the 

Association on the Annual Church Profile. Members of the Administrative Team shall be ex officio members of the Executive 

Committee. 

 

Section B: The property and business of the Association shall be managed by the Executive Committee of the Association. Between 

meetings of the Association the Executive Committee shall have the full power and authority to act on behalf of the Association 

except for buying and selling real estate, borrowing money, and doing all such lawful acts and things as are not by statute or by the 

Constitution or by these Bylaws directed or required to be exercised and done by the Association in session. The Executive Committee 

shall render full report of all meetings and of all business transacted to each meeting of the Association, and a summary shall be 

printed in the Messenger. 
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Section C: The Executive Committee of the Association shall convene as needed to consider the ministries of the Association and to 

assist the Association staff with these ministries. The moderator or a majority of the Executive Committee members may call a special 

meeting with a two-week written notice giving purpose of meeting. 

 

Section D: After due notice of the meeting has been given to the members of the Executive Committee, those present shall constitute 

a quorum. 

 

Article III – Officers 

Section A: The officers of the Association are the moderator, vice moderator, treasurer, clerk, and such other officers as designated by 

the Association. 

Section B: The officers shall be nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Association in annual session. The 

moderator is not eligible to succeed himself unless he is filling an unexpired term. The terms of service for elected officers shall begin 

at the conclusion of the October Annual Meeting. 

Section C: Any officer may be removed at any time by affirmative vote of the Association in session and a two-week notice of such 

proposed action has been given. 

Section D: The moderator shall serve as moderator of the Association, the Executive Committee, the Administrative Team, and shall 

preside over all Association meetings and ensure that order and decorum are observed. The moderator shall be ex officio member of 

the Committee on Nominations. The term of office of moderator shall be one year. 

Section E: The vice moderator shall serve as vice moderator of the Association and Executive Committee and shall preside during the 

absence or at the pleasure of the moderator and be ready to help wherever he is needed. He shall fill the vacancy arising from the 

resignation or removal of the moderator during the year. The term of office of vice moderator shall be one year. 

Section F: The office of treasurer shall be filled by the director of missions. The duties of the treasurer are listed in Article IV; Section 

A, Number 4 of the Bylaws. 

Section G: The clerk of the Association shall serve the Association in session and the Executive Committee. Responsibilities are: 

1. Keep accurate records of all meetings. 

2. Prepare summary of Executive Committee meetings for publication in the Messenger. 

3. Publish annual minutes. 

4. Mail Annual Church Profile to church clerks. 

5. The clerk also may serve as historian. 

 

Article IV - Director of Missions 

Section A - The director of missions shall be employed for an indefinite tenure of service. The director of missions shall give 

guidance to the ministries, activities, and programs of the Association and shall serve as treasurer for the Association. The director of 

missions shall be elected by the Association at a regular or special meeting upon the recommendation of a search committee that shall 

be elected by the Executive Committee. The director of missions is directly responsible to the Association. Areas of responsibility are: 

1. Chief administrator, planner, and resource person for the Association. 

2. Ex officio member of all teams and committees. 

3. Counselor and advisor to the Association staff, ministers, and leaders of the churches. 

4. Responsible for receiving the funds for the Association, administering the budget, keeping accurate records, and reporting to the 

Association in annual session and in Executive Committee meetings. 

 

Article V – Administrative Team 

Section A: Membership shall be composed of the moderator; vice moderator; and chair of the Annual Meeting and Worship 

Committee, Church Relations Committee, Committee on Nominations, Constitution and Bylaws Committee, Finance Committee,  

Personnel Committee, and Property Committee; and Woman’s Missionary Union director. 

 

Section B: Responsibilities: 

1. Serve the Association staff in an advisory capacity and as a forum for evaluation and feedback; and assist with communication and 

coordination among administrative committees. 

2. Prepare and present any resolutions (other than resolutions of appreciation which are the responsibility of the Annual Meeting and 

Worship Committee) that would be in the best interest of the Association. All resolutions shall be delivered in writing to the 

Administrative Team at least two weeks prior to the session in which the resolutions are to be considered. 

3. Study any Christian life concerns and help educate member churches about such issues. 
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Article VI – Administrative Committees 

Section A: Administrative committees are committees that have continuing functions in the total administration of the Association. 

Section B: A person shall serve on no more than one committee of the Association unless he is a member of a special committee. A 

committee member shall be eligible to succeed himself. A committee member who finds he cannot serve is asked to inform the 

Committee on Nominations in order that he may be replaced. 

Section C: Terms of service for elected committee members shall begin at the conclusion of the October Annual Session. 

 

Section D: Special committees, teams, or task groups may be developed at any time by the director of missions with Administrative 

Team approval. These groups shall have a one-year term of service unless otherwise stated. 

 

Section E: All administrative committees shall have six (6) members, unless otherwise stated, with two (2) elected each year for a 

term of three (3) years except the Committee on Nominations  whose members are appointed as outlined in Item 3a below. 

Committees and their responsibilities are: 

 

1. Annual Meeting and Worship Committee 

 a. Working with the Association staff, this committee shall plan the program for the annual meeting for inspiration and for 

promotion of Association ministries. 

 b. Recommend the time and place for the annual meeting. 

 c. Recommend the preacher and the alternate for the annual meeting. 

 d. Responsible for all arrangements for the annual meeting. 

 e. Prepare and present resolutions of appreciation as appropriate. 

 

2. Church Relations Committee 

a. Develop the process and guidelines for the admission of new churches to the Association. The process and guidelines shall be 

consistent with the Constitution and shall be approved by the Executive Committee. 

b. Recommend new churches at annual meeting or at meetings of the Executive Committee as defined by committee guidelines. 

c. Serve as a Credentials Committee if a question concerning messengers should arise. 

d. Relate to any church named in a motion of dismissal. Any motion for dismissal must be referred to the Church Relations 

Committee. The Church Relations Committee will report at the next annual meeting. 

e. Develop a process of negotiation to be followed with churches named in motions of dismissal. 

f.      Work with churches that are in conflict and request assistance. 

 

3. Committee on Nominations 

a. The Committee on Nominations shall be composed of six members with two appointed each year for a three-year term. The 

outgoing moderator shall appoint the two new members, and he shall name the chair of this committee. 

b. The Committee on Nominations shall recommend to the Association the personnel of all special and administrative 

committees, the Marietta Baptist Camp and Conference Center trustees. 

c.   As needed, work with the Association Staff and Team Leaders for Associational ministries. 

d.   Nominate moderator, vice moderator, clerk, and historian to the Association in Annual Session. 

e.   Ministry Teams may be added or deleted as needed and approved by the Committee on Nominations. 

 

4. Constitution and Bylaws Committee 

a. Annually read through the Constitution and Bylaws in order to keep the document current with the activities and ministries of 

the Association. 

b. Study any proposed change or revision and bring a report to the Annual Meeting. 

c. Read and study all constitutions and cooperative agreements in existence between Greenville Baptist Association, Martin-

Webb Baptist Learning Center, Marietta Baptist Camp and Conference Center, and any others and report any revisions or 

recommended revisions in order to promote harmonious relationships. 

 

5. Finance Committee 

 a. Study the financial needs of the Association. 

 b. Present a proposed budget to the Association in the October Annual Meeting. 

 c. Give oversight to administration of the Association budget. 

 d. Care for any financial emergency by bringing recommendations to the Executive Committee of the  

     Association. 

 e. Promote the Association budget in such a way as to solicit support from all the churches. 

 f. Review annual audit. 

 g. Meet with the director of missions as needed. 
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  6.  Personnel Committee 

 a. Develop, maintain, and implement Personnel Guidelines and Procedure Manual. 

 b. Work with director of missions to develop and recommend salaries and benefits for Association staff to Finance Committee. 

 c. Work with director of missions to prepare position descriptions and update them as needed. 

 

  7.  Property Committee 

 a. Inspect and inventory Association properties. 

 b. Develop and implement programs of preventive maintenance. 

 c. Work with staff to develop policies for the use of Association facilities and equipment. 

 d. Represent the Association in matters related to property. 

 

Article VII – Partnership Ministries 

Section A: Marietta Baptist Camp and Conference Center 

1. Marietta Baptist Camp and Conference Center is a partnership among the Greenville Baptist Association, Greer Baptist 

Association, and North Greenville Baptist Association. 

2. Each association shall have four trustees, one elected each year; and each trustee shall serve a four-year term. 

3. Trustees shall: 

 a. Supervise the work of the camp. 

 b. Hold title to camp property as outlined in camp constitution. 

 c. Attend meetings of the trustees as scheduled by their board.  

 d. Perform other duties as necessary for the stability, effectiveness, and future well-being of the camp and its ministries. 

 

Section B: Collegiate Ministries Advisory Team 

1. Collegiate Ministries Advisory Team is a cooperative effort of the Greenville Baptist Association, Greer Baptist Association, 

North Greenville Baptist Association, and Piedmont Baptist Association. 

2. Shall relate to the local collegiate minister as assigned by the South Carolina Baptist Convention Collegiate Ministry Department. 

3. The team shall be made up of representatives from each association. 

4. Members shall serve a one-year term but may serve as many one-year terms as nominated and elected by the respective 

association. 

5. The team shall assist the collegiate minister in planning, implementing, and evaluating student ministries on local campuses. 

6. The team shall serve as a liaison between the collegiate minister and the local churches which are aligned with the South Carolina 

Baptist Convention. 

7. The Association shall not be obligated to financially support the Collegiate Ministry Program. 

 

Section C: Martin-Webb Baptist Learning Center 

1. Martin-Webb Baptist Learning Center is a partnership among the Greenville Baptist Association and three National Baptist 

associations—Enoree River, North Enoree, and Reedy River. 

2. The director is employed by the Cooperative Ministries Committee (executive and governing body). 

3. Greenville Association director of missions is ex officio member of the Cooperative Ministries Committee. 

4. Mission Statement: To encourage, promote, and train Christian workers in Christian education, evangelism, missions, stewardship, 

and church extension while endeavoring to combine the efforts of the churches and organizations in other ministries as 

determined by the Cooperative Ministries Committee.

Article XIII – Financial and Fiscal Policy 

Section A: The Association and its ministries and organizations shall operate on a unified budget. Each church shall be expected to 

contribute its proportionate share of the annual budget to defray the expenses of the promotional, educational, and missionary 

activities of the Association. Contributions on a monthly basis are requested of the churches. 

Section B: The Finance Committee will promote the Association budget. 

Section C: Association organizations may not solicit offerings except on prior approval of the Executive Committee. 

Section D: The business year of the Association shall be January 1 through December 31. 

Section E: Each year the finances shall be audited by a certified public accountant and a report made to the Executive Committee. 

 

Article IX – New Work Properties and Assistance Fund 
 

Section A: The New Work Properties and Assistance Fund is established to allow the Property Committee and the Finance Committee 

of the Greenville Baptist Association to borrow money against donated church property and administer these funds for the upkeep of 

these properties and for other New Work needs. 

 

Article X – Annual Reports 

Section A: The churches affiliated with this body shall be expected to furnish annually the information requested by the Annual 

Church Profile and shall endeavor to get this to the clerk no later than fifteen (15) days prior to the October meeting. 

Section B: Each ministerial staff person employed by the Association or authorized to act as an agent for the Association shall submit 

an annual report giving clearly the facts of his/her ministry. 

 

Article XI – Legal Representative 

Section A: The moderator and clerk shall sign all legal documents as directed by the Association or its Executive Committee. 

Section B: The moderator and clerk shall perform such other functions and duties as directed by the Association or the Executive 

Committee. 

 

XII – Historian 

Section A: Gather and preserve Association records, documents, and articles of historical importance. 

Section B: Periodically publish articles that will make the membership more aware of our heritage. 

 

XIII– Amendments to Bylaws 

These Bylaws may be altered or amended by the affirmative vote of a majority of the messengers present at: 

1. Any regular meeting of the Association provided a notice is given that proposed changes are to be considered. 

2. Any special meeting of the Association provided the notice of such special meeting includes a copy of the proposed changes to the 

Bylaws that are to be considered.

Ted also thanked Alex 
and the Kingdom Life Praise Team. 
 

¶ The Committee on Committees Report was read by Martin Atkins and asked that Alex nominate four more 
for next year. Alex then asked for questions and discussion. The motion was called for a vote and was 
carried. 
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¶ Wade Leonard, from the Finance Committee read the report which included the Budget for the coming

Ron 
explained that they were hoping to obtain a positive cash flow of $1,800 beginning in January of 2012 and 
were ready to process the loan. Greenville Dialysis Center will be the leaser of a portion of the existing 
building with modifications to fit their needs taking place. Ron identified a letter from the Auditor on page 
28 of the Yearly Report. He then turned the floor back over to Wade who recognized Ron as a great leader 
during this whole process.

the GBA there are nineteen churches without Pastors, which are the most vacancies in recent memory. He 
then led in prayer for these churches. 
 

¶ The Property Committee Report was then read by Jack Dill and stated that the committee had been meeting 
monthly, specifically in reference to the lease agreement entered into by the GBA. He reported that the 
construction on the existing building hopes to be completed by the Spring of 2012 and thanked Eastlan for 
providing space for the GBA offices during the project. He announced there would be an Open House at the 
renovated building at the completion of the work. 
 

¶ Ron Davis then shared some Miscellaneous Business most specifically clarifying the positive cash flow 
building up the reserve in Escrow. 
 

¶ Ted then led in Let Others See Jesus in You. 
 

¶ Laurie Register, Director of WMU for SC Convention, was recognized by Ron and shared some things that 
God is doing in this organization. She then talked about what the vision was for WMU for the next 3-5 years, 
which is focusing on human trafficking and exploitation. 
 

¶ The Kingdom Life Praise Team led in Come, Let Us Sing. 
 

¶ Ron Davis then shared what the Associational Emphasis is for 2012, which is being involved in a program 
called Release Time for high schools in Greenville County. He then shared about receiving thanks from a 
lady in Vermont for the team that helped during the floods disaster there.

Ron then asked to join together and “go a lot further” with command of sharing the Gospel. He called for the 

Benediction and presented Alex Sands with the Gavel.

Á The Reverend Alex Sands, moderator and pastor of Kingdom Life Christian Center, welcomed 

everyone. 

 

Á The Reverend Ron Lewis, pastor of Roper Mountain Church, read Ephesians 1:1-12. 

Á Alex thanked Dr. Benny Littlejohn, pastor of Eastlan Church, for hosting the meeting. 

He also stated that according to the Bylaws the number of attendees constituted a quorum. 

 

Á The Reverend Wade Leonard, chairman of the Finance Committee and pastor of First Church Mauldin, 

was then recognized and stated the purpose of the meeting, which was to authorize the GBA officers to 

borrow up to $900,000 for rebuilding the current building that houses GBA. This property has been on 

the market for over two years with no serious interest until recently. A realtor from Boston, MA has 

expressed a desire to lease 6,825 square feet, approximately two thirds of the building’s space, starting 

at $15 per square foot. The income from this lease would be $102,375 in the first year.  Assuming a 15 

year mortgage at 6% on $900,000 would bring a positive cash flow of $935.25 per month in the first 

year.  Projected positive cash flow over ten years is estimated to be $218,017. 

 

Á Ron Davis, director of missions for GBA, then presented more information on “rebuilding” rather than 

“renovation” or “upgrading.” The current building needs a new roof, with the two present roofs having a 

layer of asbestos, requiring a special company to remove. The HVAC system needs to be replaced with 

a more energy efficient unit, along with replacing windows with more energy efficient ones. There will 

also be a handicap ramp installed on the front of the building with a covered handicap walkway. The 

parking lots and signage will also be redone along with installing a new sprinkler system. The 

associational offices will be relocated facing Howe Street.  A wall will be constructed separating the 

American Renal Associates and GBA.  Restrooms will need to be constructed in the GBA space.  The 

ARA will spend approximately $800,000 to finish the space they plan to occupy, with the entire process  

taking four to six months.  Moss and Associates’ original bid was $749,850.  Real Estate fees, and  
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additional costs (roof removal $14,000, removal of load bearing wall $40,000) brings the total estimate  

to around $850,000. A little leeway was requested, bringing the total amount to be voted on to $900,000. 

The associational offices will be temporarily relocated to Eastlan Baptist Church and will occupy several 

offices/rooms not currently being used. The phone number will remain the same but with only two lines 

instead of six, cutting some of the cost during the rebuilding. Ron ended his presentation with this 

statement “Nothing happens with any of this until we have a signed lease.” 

 

Á Ron then asked for questions from the floor. 

Dan Page, former GBA director of missions, posed the question to Ron and asked if he was happy about 

the process. Ron answered with yes, but there were definitely some issues. Dan then asked if the 

churches were happy. Will Kirby, member of Northgate stated that the committee was satisfied with the 

presentation. 

 

Eddie Howard, pastor of Hillside, encouraged the leaders to check with the North American Mission 

Board (NAMB) about borrowing money at a lower interest rate.  He stated that with them, the accrued 

interest would go to building churches. Wade Leonard said that they would entertain the suggestion. 

Ron Davis was going to check to see if that option was still available. 

 

Á Dr. Benny Littlejohn then called for the question to vote, which was seconded, and the motion passed. 

 

Á Alex Sands then called for the vote to borrow up to $900,000, which passed unanimously. 

 

Á Ron Davis thanked everyone for coming. Wade Leonard also thanked Ron for all his hard work on this 

project.

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Missions Viewpoint 2011 
YEAR OF WAITING 

 

This year has been interesting to say the least.  Each year we all begin with plans and dreams of what we hope 

will happen.  We also know that it seldom follows our plans and that there are a lot of surprises.  I never 

dreamed this would be a year of waiting, but it was. 

 

We waited on missions partnerships to materialize.  We have been in several conversations that appeared to be 

going well and then something would happen and no partnership.  It was very frustrating and I wondered what 

God was up to.  We kept searching and now we believe we have two partnerships that will be good for the GBA 

churches to be involved with in ministry. 

            

NEW RIVER/MCCREARY ASSOCIATION – These are two associations who have joined together to share a 

Director of Missions. New River is in Tennessee and McCreary is in Kentucky.  Both at one time were coal 

mining areas, most of which have closed.  There are a number of churches that need partner churches to assist 

them with Bible Clubs, VBS, construction, Block parties, etc.  One of the good things about this area is that it is 

only a 4 hour drive from Greenville.   

HONDURAS – We will have a team of five going to Honduras in November to scout possible projects and 

make contacts with local leaders. If you are looking for an international missions experience, this will be a very 

affordable one for any size church. 

 

We have been waiting to complete our gym project at Calvary Campus in KY.  We now have an individual who 

has volunteered to put the line on the gym floor.  This should be completed by the end of October.   

 

We have been waiting on the building lease to be completed, waiting for construction to begin and wondering 

when we might get back in our offices.  Finally, the details are done and we are ready to move forward. 

 

Maybe like me you have been waiting for the heat to go away. It has been a long hot summer in more ways than 

one.  The temperature outside has been hot, but so has the temperature in some of our churches.  We have had 

more conflict; more Pastors and staff fired or forced to resign than ever in my 14 years as Director of Missions. 

We are all waiting for the economy to get better.  Many families in our churches are struggling and so our 

churches are too.  We are so grateful for all that you have done in supporting missions through the GBA. 

But waiting does have its positive side.  For me, it teaches me to seek God. I know that none of this surprises 

Him.  He knows everything that is happening and He knows how to bring blessing out of the negative and 

increase the joy of the positive.  

 

In the midst of this waiting, I realized again how much we need a fresh and powerful wind of God’s presence to 

blow across our land. Without this refreshing, we will continue to struggle in our own human strengths and 

efforts.

GCR…NAMB’s focus shifting to church planting in 26 target cities in “underserved” regions… SCBC looking to 

redefine its mission…GBA in temporary offices…churches coming unglued…. I find myself reading Necessary 

Endings by Henry Cloud. All of this change, beginning and ending, is not catching God off guard. In fact, He 

intended for there to be beginnings and endings. As the writer of Ecclesiastes clearly shares:  

 
There is a time for everything, and a season for every activity under heaven: a time to be born and a time to die, a time to plant 

and a time to uproot, a time to kill and a time to heal, a time to tear down and a time to build up, a time to weep and a time to 

laugh, a time to mourn and a time to dance, a time to scatter stones and a time to gather them, a time to embrace and a time to 

refrain from embracing, a time to search and a time to give up, a time to keep and a time to throw away, a time to tear and a time 

to mend, a time to be silent and a time to speak, a time to love and a time to hate, a time for war and a time for peace. 

 

So, we move forward as we believe God is leading. We move forward knowing that the top 25 most unreached 

areas of the Upstate are all in Greenville County; That the most unreached zip code in the state is 29601; That at 

least 70% of our entire population is unreached and that 40% of our population is not only unreached, but 

uninterested! 

 

Local 

 

Church Planting must continue to be an important part of what we do to transform the changing populations in 

Greenville County. There are currently 25 church plants in the GBA! Hispanic Ministries are needed more than 

ever with our rapidly growing Hispanic communities. 7 of the church plants are Hispanic. Dan Messer provides 

tireless leadership to this ministry. PowerPlant returned to Greenville this year. Rocky Creek church hosted the 

more than 185 mission volunteers who served alongside 9 church planters. PowerPlant returns June 25 – 30, 

2012. Jonathan Day, church planter with Encounter Church in the Cherrydale area, was so excited that they had 

11 first time visitors in July as a direct result of the work their PowerPlant team did with them! Alex Sands 

continues to assist us with African-American churches. Abi Elrod, a US/C2 missionary from NAMB, also 

focuses on church planting. With at least 68 different, identifiable, nationalities in our county (not including all 

the sub groups), with our local church involvement lower than it was 25 years ago, with the increasingly 

irreligious neighbors around us, we must be planting new churches! 

 

Multihousing ministries are nothing new to Greenville. For years, there have been churches and teams doing a 

wide variety of ministries primarily in low-income communities. That will continue as churches have a passion 

for impacting those communities. I no longer work directly with Apartment Life. However, the partnership 

provides churches with the opportunity to place CARES Teams into selected middle/upper income apartment 

communities. More and more congregations are also seeing multihousing communities as serious mission fields 

in our own backyards. With about half our population living in some kind of multihousing, we must! 

 

WorldChangers always impacts Greenville. There were over 150 participants from 6 churches in 6 states, as far 

away as Pennsylvania! Edwards Road church did a wonderful job housing the group. Eric Wooten, from Edwards 

Road, is our project coordinator. 14 homes were made better. Best of all, 3 salvations occurred that week because 

of the participants. Those included a young girl, living in Greenville, who didn’t have a clue who Jesus is!!! Most 

projects were from the City of Greenville. 2 were church sponsored. While it takes the participants to work on the 

houses, WorldChangers does not happen without over 400 volunteers from our churches who prepare meals, serve 

as first aid coordinators, and more. A special thanks to Southeast Baptist Association in Georgetown, SC and 

Wallace Memorial church in Knoxville, TN for allowing us to use their shower trailers. WorldChangers 2012 

dates are June 11 – 16. 
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Day Camp for Deaf Children completed its 36
th

 year. Brushy Creek church is a great host. This camp is always a 

positive experience not only for deaf children, and children of deaf adults, but for the deaf adults as well. In fact, 

we are now into our second generation of campers. Many thanks to the deaf and hearing missionaries who helped 

make the camp a success. Day Camp 2012 will be held June 4 – 8. 

 

Thanks to Blake Kersey and the mission team from First Baptist Church, Trussville, AL. They worked with 

Westview church to lead a VBS and Mision Bautista Hispana la Gracia to lead a kids club. There was one 

decision for Christ that came as a result of their ministry. They hope to return to Greenville next summer. 

 

Crisis Centers: Eastside, Westside, and Golden Strip Emergency Relief.  The centers are staffed by more than 180 

volunteers from 30+ churches every month. Spencer LeGrand continues to provide effective leadership for the 

Eastside Center. The same can be said of Jim Barnette at the Westside Center. The Golden Strip Center is a 

partnership with the Golden Strip Emergency Relief and Resource Agency coordinated by Julia Bayne. Food is 

provided by churches, groups, and individuals as well as purchased from various locations. The centers spent 

$38,084 on food. We received $8,426 from the World Hunger Offering to assist the centers. With the up and down 

economy, and with the current funding from the state convention, the centers still assisted a record number of 

7,798 families (19,116 individuals) with basic needs including food, clothing and financial aid this past year 

(September 2010 – August 2011). Thanks to all who make these ministries possible. 

 

Woman's Missionary Union continues to provide valuable training, encouragement and ministry opportunities for 

our churches.  I don’t know what we would do without the faithful WMU missionaries in the Association and 

churches. Janet Castles, from Simpsonville First church, serves as the Director.  

 

43 churches provided 1,512 prisoner packets for Christmas. Thanks to Pat Bradshaw from West Gantt FBC and 

other volunteers for all your help. Others helped Chaplain Andy Cooper at Perry distribute the packets to all the 

inmates there. Prison ministry is not just about Christmas packets. There are other volunteers in our churches who 

are actively involved in ministry with inmates, families of inmates as well as those who work within the 

correctional system. Multiple churches provided useful items such as paper goods, personal care items, health care 

items, school supplies and clothing for numerous agencies and organizations within the Greenville area. 24 

churches provided 507 ministry kits. Thanks to all who prayed, gave and worked on these projects.  

 

Literacy Ministry is an ongoing need, especially for ministry with internationals. Of course literacy concerns are 

still very real for English speaking adults as well as youth and children. We hosted one ESL workshop at White 

Oak church with 7 people being trained. I want to thank Sherry Riddle from Simpsonville First for her leadership 

in ESL ministries.  

 

Baptist Collegiate Ministries is an important outreach and discipleship arm of our churches to college students. 

Matt Rogers serves as a part-time Campus Minister at Furman. Tabby Holman is a contract worker who serves 

at the main Greenville Tech campus. Their reports are listed elsewhere.  

 

Regional/National 

 

Disaster Relief volunteers were on the road again. Our Disaster Relief coordinator is Jim Whitworth, from 

Augusta Road church. The team has been to Missouri due to flooding, as well as Vermont following Hurricane 

Irene and Tropical Storm Lee. Congratulations to Jim Whitworth, GBA Disaster Relief Coordinator, who was the 

recipient of the “Buck” Buckner Memorial Award this year for distinguished service to the SC Disaster Relief 

ministries. 
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We are committed to maintaining a partnership through Appalachian Regional Ministries. Some churches have 

worked with Crosspoint Community Church in Bluefield, VA. We have finished the gym floor at Calvary 

Campus, in Eastern Kentucky, and are close to having work completed at Plain View Baptist Church in VA. A 

new partnership is being established with New River/McCreary Association in Winfield, TN. We are excited 

about new opportunities to work with the folks there to impact their communities for Christ.  

 

 

The Association sponsored our final mission project in Alaska this year. The team of 5 people worked in a variety 

of ministry projects. Thanks to Ken Kwast, for leading this team. 

 

Global 

 

We continue to seek opportunities to make a global impact. Bryan Pitman, from Lee Road church, has been 

involved in several Olympics related ministries. He will again be leading a team to the 2012 Summer Olympics in 

London. We are praying about new international partnerships and will be traveling to Honduras in November. 

More will be shared about that later. Of course, the reality is that we don’t have to go half way around the world to 

impact the world. Truly, the world is coming to us. In fact… why should we have the opportunity to impact their 

lives over there if we won’t do it right here?  

 

Equip…Engage…Transform 

 

We continue trying to track missional activities of our churches through conversations, personal involvement, 

church newsletters we receive, etc… Sometimes it feels a little like nailing Jell-O to the wall! From what we can 

determine, at least 68 congregations were actively engaged in their local communities and/or in mission projects 

from here to the ends of the earth.  

 

Missions Strategy relates to Multihousing Ministry, New Work, Hispanic Outreach, Mission Partnerships, 

Community Ministries, Summer Ministries, Demographics, WMU, Men’s Ministries, Baptist Collegiate 

Ministries and a few other things. I am so appreciative of Wanda Bridwell who tries to keep us straight as 

Missions Strategy Assistant.  

 

Equip…Engage…Transform is something you will continue to hear from us. We must be transformed first in

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Property Committee Report 

 
The Property Committee of the GBA has had a very busy year. We, along with the Finance Committee, have 

spent a great deal of time working on the plans for the Association office building and on the lease for part of 

our building. We began working on this lease in November of 2010 and have just finalized the lease within the 

last week. This lease is for ten years at $15.00 per square foot with a 2 ½% increase each year, and with two 

additional five-year options. We feel this is a very good lease and will provide good income to the Association. 

A copy of the lease is on file if anyone would like to read it.  

 

We have also had numerous meetings to discuss the scope of the renovations, obtaining contractors for the 

work, finances and other matters related to projects of this type. 

 

As you may recall, the Association voted in a called meeting March 24, 2011 to allow the borrowing of up to 

$900,000 for the completion of this project. The total projected renovation cost at this time is $802,000 plus real 

estate costs and other additional costs which may occur. The very good news is that, with the lease, the 

estimated upgraded value of our building is approximately $1.6 million dollars. 

 

After having received competitive bids for the renovation work, Moss and Associates of Greenville was chosen 

as our General Contractor. Moss has also been chosen to do the upfit for the Dialysis Center.  

 

As we meet, we are a few weeks away from the start of construction. It is estimated that it will be February 

2012 before we will be back in our new offices. In the meantime, Eastlan is providing space for your 

association staff.  We are extremely grateful for their hospitality. 

 

The Association will continue to provide updates on our website and in our monthly communications with the 

churches. 

 

Upon completion of this project, the Association will have an open house so everyone can see our old/new 

facilities. Until that time, we want to thank all of you for your continued support and patience during this 

constructive project.
